�is short-short course will introduce 
many of the genres of traditional Japanese 
music that have been transmitted to the 
present and are still actively performed. 
�e course will also discuss the varied 
ways of experiencing musical modernity 
in the context of the overwhelming 
dominance of western music in Japan. It 
will provide an accessible overview of 
Japanese music culture for non-Japanese 
participants,  including performers,  
composers and musicologists. It is also 
intended for Japanese participants who 
a re  in te re s t ed  in  an  in te rnat iona l  
perspective on Japanese music.
�e major genres to be covered include 
gagaku, shōmyō, and shakuhachi and 
koto music. �e narrative genres of heike 
and jōruri and their place in the nō, 
bunraku and kabuki theatres will be 
introduced. Practical encounter with 
some genres during learning sessions.
�e course will be conducted in English 
with some Japanese as needed.
